Requirements for City Contractors to Provide Equal Benefits for Domestic Partners

Definitions. For purposes of this section only, the following definitions shall apply:

Benefits means the following plan, program or policy provided or offered by a
contractor to its employees as part of the employer's total compensation
package: sick leave, bereavement leave, family medical leave, and health
benefits.

Bid shall mean a competitive bid procedure established by the city through the
issuance of an invitation to bid, request for proposals, request for qualifications,
or request for letters of interest.

Cash equivalent means the amount of money paid to an employee with a
domestic partner in lieu of providing benefits to the employee's domestic
partner. The cash equivalent is equal to the employer's direct expense of
providing benefits to an employee for his or her spouse.

The cash equivalents of the following benefits apply:

a. For bereavement leave, cash payment for the number of days that would
be allowed as paid time off for the death of a spouse. Cash payment
would be in the form of the wages of the domestic partner employee for
the number of days allowed.
