Diameter: 21.6”  

Location:  60% (close to property line)   
Species:  100% (on protected tree list)  
Condition: 20% (very poor structure, severe lean, roots exposed and 
stressed)   
Total Average Value = 60%   
Value x Diameter = 12.9 replacement caliper inches 
 
Note:  Major maintenance trimming of this tree to help correct the poor 
structure is not a suitable alternative.  Tree is a potential hazard for falling 
due to the poor structure and a heavy canopy to one side. 

 
Recommendations:  Recommend approval of the removal of (1) 
Mahogany tree located at 322 Amelia Street, to be replaced with 
12.9 caliper inches of FL#1 native dicot or fruit trees to be planted 
on site. 
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
