Condition: 20% (lots of decay, oozing, saplings growing in various places in 
decayed areas, did not see evidence of termites or insects from the ground) 
  
Total Average Value = 63%   
Value x Diameter =  20 replacement caliper inches 
 
Recommendations:  Recommend approval of the removal of (1) 
Royal Poinciana tree located at 900 Johnson Street, to be replaced 
with 20 caliper inches of FL#1 native dicot or fruit trees. 
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
